Carterton Youth Council had 
a very busy year last year 
making big changes in the 
Community and providing a 
voice for young people in 
Carterton. 

One of the major things that 
has happened in Carterton 
during the year was the visit 
of the Princess Royal to open 
the brand new Community 
Centre. The Youth Council 
provided a stall at this event 
promoting what young people 
are able to do within their 
communities. 

The construction of the new  
pump track  - a sort of super 
BMX track for cyclists of all 
ages and skill levels - was 
funded by the Youth Council 
and has been extremely 
popular since it has been 
built. We hope to expand 
what is a very active fun sport 
situated at the Dell on 

Upavon Way. 

Charity work has always 
been a huge focus since the 
creation of Carterton Youth 
Council. Last year, the 
chosen charity was CLIC 
Sargent which helps children 
with cancer and leukaemia 
while  also supporting their 
families during the tough 
times before, during and after 
treatment. We had a stall at 
the Christmas Street fair and 
the Royal British Legion Fete 
at the beginning of July.

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On Saturday 8th August 2009, the Dell 

Skate Park in Carterton was once again 

transformed from the facility it is day to 

day into what it becomes one day each 

year ï The skateboard, inline and BMX 

party, now commonly known as Extreme 

Wheels. 

The event officially runs from 10am until 

10pm and includes competitions in the 

three categories (Skateboard, Inline and 

BMX) as well as a Bungee run, adult 

bouncy castle, BBQ, Tee shirt sales and 

live music performances by no less than 

7 bands!  

The competition winners were awarded 

prizes for 1st, 2nd & 3rd place in each 

category, the prizes were very kindly 

donated by SS20 (Oxford skate shop), 

Extreme Stores (Oxford BMX shop) and 

Rapture music stores. The prize fund 

was valued at around £700.  

At 3pm, London based band 

ñGetSetRadioò opened the live music 

show with a brilliant 30 minute set, 

witnessed and greatly enjoyed by 

Carterton Town Mayor, Cllr Maxine 

Crossland. The bands which followed 

included ATB from Carterton, Static 

Action from Witney, Pegasus Bridge from 

Manchester, Idiosync from Birmingham, 

Phantom Theory from Oxford and finally, 

headlining the show was Divine Secret 

from Cheltenham. Due to the excellent 

time management of the live show, by 

our sound engineer and stage manager 

Kev Ross, the crowds were treated to a 

one off joint performance by Divine 

Secret, Idiosync and special (surprise) 

guest Rufio Summers!!! 

The Extreme Wheels project is organised 

and managed by park regulars and 

friends and supported by local 

businesses, churches, Carterton Youth 

Council and community volunteers. 

Project meetings were held every 2 

months and each and every decision 

regarding the planning and delivery of the 

event was made observing the 

democratic process, involving primarily 

young people who use the skate park.  

During the day, 1000s of photographs 

were taken by our official snappers and 

we had video producers, Likal.com on 

site filming for most of the day, the videos 

are already available to view on YouTube 

and an official DVD is in the production 

stages. Our sound engineer is now 

producing a CD of approximately 15 

tracks recorded live on the day, the 

proceeds from sales of this CD will go 

towards staging the 2010 event. 

We have enough material recorded at 

Extreme Wheels 2009 to create a CD 

featuring 2 or 3 songs by each of the 6 

bands that performed. We will be selling 

the CD exclusively in Rapture music 

stores from September, all proceeds will 

go towards staging the 2010 event.

Progress has been hampered because ownership of the key 

market site has changed hands twice. However, discussions 

have taken place with the current owner Harry Watts and his 

agents about how the site can best be developed. 

Currently there are a number of other potential developments 

in the town centre which may have a significant bearing on 

future plans. 

The Co-op, having acquired the Somerfield Store, are now 

required to sell it on to comply with regulations of the Office of 

Fair Trading. The outcome has yet to be announced  

Aldi has acquired the Dowleys site and secured planning 

permission for a store, but has yet to proceed. 

There is concern that should a major food retailer apply for 

planning permission to develop an out of town or edge of town 

store, that this would compromise plans to develop the town 

centre. 

One major food retailer has already submitted an outline planning 

application to West Oxfordshire District Council for a new store at 

the West Oxfordshire Business and Retail Park. 
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Four Cs Community Cafe  

At the front of the building an attractive 

cafe off the foyer serves drinks and light 

refreshments at very reasonable rates to 

both user groups and passersby. In 

summer, the sheltered patio will also 

provide an open air bistro.  

At present the café is open Monday - 

Friday between 9.00am and 4.00pm, but 

consideration is being given to extending 

the opening hours.  

A well equipped kitchen allows for the 

provision of hot meals and larger scale 

group catering for conferences, weddings 

and parties. The Small Hall can 

accommodate elegant dining for groups 

of around 30 while larger numbers up to 

120+ can be seated in the Main Hall.

On Friday 3rd July Carterton Community 

Centre welcomed our local MP, David 

Cameron, who held an informal "drop-in" 

in the cafe area of the centre. 

This is our second VIP visit this year, 

following HRH The Princess Royal's visit 

on February 13th. 

Princess Anne spent almost an hour and 

a half inspecting the building. Because of 

the extreme flexibility of the facilities she 

was able to view activities as diverse as 

jewellery making, martial arts, a string 

quartet, engineering projects and 

displays by a whole range of community 

groups all within a few steps of each 

other, but all separate and discrete. 

She was shown how 8 basic rooms can 

be opened up and combined together in 

a variety of different ways to produce 12 

different options. The Princess was most 

complimentary about the Centre. Full 

access for disabled users plus an 

excellent audio system and hearing loop 

made her words accessible across the 

throng gathered in the main hall as she 

urged us to make full use of ñthis 

wonderful facilityò. 

 

Carterton Community Centre  

Carterton BMX track has been renovated 

and developed as a ñpump trackò. 

The idea was presented to the Town 

Council Recreation Committee in 

January by Dan Sinnott, a local mountain 

biker from Shilton Park, the verdict at that 

time was that it was a project that the 

Council might be interested in, once we 

could establish more about potential 

users, cost, timelines and plans for 

publicity and official opening. 

In February, Matty Yallop (Chair of 

Carterton Youth Council) chose to 

promote the pump track project and 

secure funding in a national competition, 

this was not successful but Matty 

decided to propose that the track should 

be funded using Youth Council funds. On 

March 17th Matty took the proposal to 

Full Council and presented a scale 

model, clippings from Magazines and 

answered numerous questions regarding 

materials, equipment, health & safety, 

publicity etc. The proposal was put to the 

vote and it was supported unanimously. 

On Monday 30th March, Dan, Matty and 

myself had a meeting to finalise the 

Project Initiation Document and Project 

Plan (timeline), then on Wed 1st April 

Matty presented the plans to the Youth 

Council and confirmed that the funding 

has been secured. 

Dan Sinnott led the project from 1st April, 

other actions were shared between 

myself, Matty Yallop and the Town Clerk. 

We also involved local BMXôers and 

Mountain Bikers in all stages of design 

and build. The aspiration was to have the 

track designed, built, tested and tweaked 

by July at the latest, which they did. We 

also hoped to invite Shanaze Reade 

(Olympic BMXer and world champion) to 

open the new track as part of  Extreme 

Wheels 2009 but  Shanaze was away 

competing abroad and therefore unable 

to attend. We hope to set something up 

in the near future. 

Carterton Pump Track  
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There was no age limits when it 

came to enlisting volunteers, 

pictured is 2 year old Finlay 

Sinnott manning the barrow!  
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(PCSO) Isabel Webb is visiting them on a 

regular basis to compile evidence against 

certain individuals. PC Simon Towers, 

Anti-Social Behaviour Manager, will be 

issuing letters to the main protagonists. 

A test purchasing operation was carried 

out recently where seven premises were 

checked with only one failing. The 

premises supervisor was spoken to and 

the member of staff was issued with a 

fixed penalty notice for serving someone 

underage. Test purchasing operations 

will continue throughout the year to get 

the message across to licensees not to 

sell alcohol to underage people and to 

always check for identity. The team fully 

supports these operations as our major 

issues of anti-social behaviour revolve 

around drunken youths.  You can contact 

Thames Valley Police using the non-

emergency  number: 08458 505 505, or 

999 in an emergency. 

 

The Neighbourhood Team is continuing 

its high visibility patrols around Carterton 

town centre and the Market Square in 

Bampton. Carterton has been busy in the 

middle of town and the recreation 

ground, but while there were numerous 

groups of youths they were generally 

good natured. 

The Country Park, which was an area 

highlighted as an area where young 

people were congregating at a meeting 

with West Oxfordshire District Council, 

seems to have quietened down. Indeed, 

over the last weekend in July there were 

no older youths seen in the park.   

An Acceptable Behaviour Contract (ABC) 

has been signed by a Carterton resident 

and the team will be monitoring this 

closely. Bampton residents still continue 

to ring the police about anti-social 

behaviour and they have now been given 

anti-social behaviour diaries to fill in.
